Our work linking to our topic
has included writing about
ourselves, designing our
own superheroes, drawing
portraits, reading lots of
stories, exploring maps and
taking aerial photos of
objects around our school.

Core Curriculum:

In English we will be reading and
writing fiction and non-fiction linking to
our ‘This Is Me’ topic. We will be
writing labels, captions and sentences
using finger spaces, full stops and
capital letters.

We will begin adding plus subtracting
numbers within10. We will be
developing and using our number bond
knowledge and reading and writing
number sentences. Later in the term
we will explore 2D and 3D shapes,
learning their names and about their
properties.

In science we will begin our ‘season’

topic which continues throughout the
year. We will be focusing on Autumn,
investigating changes and recording

the weather.

Other areas of the Curriculum:

This term we will be making a ‘Jumping
Jack’ puppet using split pins and string
to make it move.

In R.E we will be following the theme of
“Who is a Christian and what do they
Believe?” We will also be learning
about the Christmas story.

Other areas of the Curriculum:

We will be learning about E-Safety using
‘Percy the Penguin’ to teach us how to be
safe on the computer. We will also be
using the ‘BeeBots’ to begin learning
about basic programming.

In music we will be learning songs for our
Christmas performance.
